New trends in disease prevention and treatment the topic for the Chamber’s January Networking luncheon
Manassas, VA— Local physicians, Daniel Katcher with Fairfax/Northern Virginia Hematology-Oncology and Paul Song, Attending Physician for the Department of Radiation Oncology at Walter Reed Army Medical Center will address the Prince William County–Greater Manassas Chamber of Commerce at the January Networking Luncheon on Tuesday, January 24th from 11:30 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. at the Holiday Inn of Manassas, located at 10800 Vandor Lane.  
Entitled “Healthy Horizons: The Future of Wellness,” the luncheon will highlight Chamber members in the health, wellness and fitness fields, around fifteen of whom will set up exhibits at the event. The luncheon will be sponsored by Cruise Holidays. 
Dr. Daniel Katcher is board certified in internal medicine, medical oncology and hematology. His primary specialty is medical oncology and he is a practicing physician for Fairfax-Northern Virginia Hematology-Oncology located in Manassas. He will speak about medical oncology and how radiation therapy is integrated into therapy for cancer patients. 
Dr. Paul Song is an attending physician for the Department of Radiation Oncology and the Center for Prostate Disease Research for Walter Reed Army Medical Center in Washington, DC. He is board certified in radiation oncology and last year, was named to Washingtonian Magazine’s “List of Top Doctors” for the second time. He has been tapped for the post of Clinical Director of the new cancer center being built in Gainesville. Dr. Song will discuss the new technology that will be offered at the new cancer facility and how the entire community will be proud of what it will offer.
The new cancer center is a joint effort between Prince William Hospital and Fauquier Hospital to make radiation therapy available locally. Gainesville was chosen because of its central location between the two hospital campuses. The 20,000 square-foot cancer center is designed as a freestanding outpatient facility that will combine comprehensive treatment with medical oncology and radiation therapy.

Schwartz, President and CEO of Prince William Health System. “By joining forces to provide this service, we are truly serving a community need. Bringing radiation therapy closer to home will help future cancer patients focus on getting better-instead of getting to and from treatment.”
